3. Please state the professional and societal goals you wish to achieve with a master's
degree in computer science and which skills you have already acquired towards this
goal.

4. Which complementary skills and experiences do you wish to acquire at Hasso
Plattner Institute, in light of HPI's overall offerings?

5. Are there any other achievements that make you think you are especially capable
of successfully completing your master's degree in computer science?
